g. Feed AC wires through the installed bushing into the housing.

Electrical Connections

1. Make the proper connections: the system can accept input voltages of 120
VAC to 277 VAC. Connect the black to 120 VAC or 277 VAC and white
(common) leads to the building utility. Connect the green wire to the
ground. (See fig. 5)

2. Align canopy tab with spider plate indentation and slide into final position.
(See fig. 6)

3. Fasten the canopy-housing assembly to the spider plate using canopy
long screw.

4. Replace the unit cover and screw into place.

5. Rotate lamps in either direction to orient the beam to the path of egress.
Lamps have a full rotation of 355 degrees. (See figure 7)

6. Energize AC.
